	Detailed Steps of Lesson
	1. Show students the 2 liter bottles and show them how to roll the ball for bowling.
2. Students will take turns to bowl.
3. Have students compare quantities using terms such as more, less, and equal to describe how many bottles (trees) are up and how many are down.
4. Differentiate activity:
